Genesis 7:1-5, 11-18; 8:6-18; 9:8-13

A reading from Genesis, chapters seven, eight, and nine.

71Then the LORD said to Noah, “Go into
the ark, you and all your household, for
I have seen that you are righteous before
me in this generation. 2Take with you
seven pairs of all clean animals, the male
and his mate, and a pair of the animals
that are not clean, the male and his mate,
Sand seven pairs of the birds of the
heavens also, male and female, to keep
their offspring alive on the face of all the
earth. *For in seven days I will send rain
on the earth forty days and forty nights,
and every living thing that I have made
I will blot out from the face of the
ground.” *And Noah did all that the
LORD had commanded him.

In the six hundredth year of Noah's
life, in the second month, on the
seventeenth day of the month, on that
day all the fountains of the great deep
burst forth, and the windows of the
heavens were opened. ?And rain fell
upon the earth forty days and forty
nights. ¥On the very same day Noah
and his sons, Shem and Ham and
Japheth, and Noah's wife and the three
wives of his sons with them entered the
ark, *they and every beast, according to
its kind, and all the livestock according
to their kinds, and every creeping thing
that creeps on the earth, according to its
kind, and every bird, according to its
kind, every winged creature.

¥ Then Nebuchadnezzar was filled with
fury, and the expression of his face was
changed against Shadrach, Meshach,
and Abednego. He ordered the furnace
heated seven times more than it was
usually heated. 2 And he ordered some
of the mighty men of his army to bind
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, and
to cast them into the burning fiery
furnace. 2! Then these men were bound
in their cloaks, their tunics, their hats,
and their other garments, and they were
thrown into the burning fiery
furnace. 22Because the king's order
was urgent and the furnace overheated,
the flame of the fire killed those men
who took up Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego. 2 And these three men,
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego,
fell bound into the burning fiery
furnace.

The hair of their heads was not
singed, their cloaks were not harmed,
and no smell of fire had come upon
them. 2 Nebuchadnezzar answered and
said, “Blessed be the God of Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego, who has sent
his angel and delivered his servants,
who trusted in him, and set aside the
king's command, and yielded up their
bodies rather than serve and worship
any god except their own God.
®Therefore] make a decree: Any
people, nation, or language that speaks
anything against the God of Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego shall be torn
limb from limb, and their houses laid in
ruins, for there is no other god who is
able to rescue in this way.” *®Then the
king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego in the province of Babylon.
